New Delhi: The Centre has
approved a proposal to set up a
national commission for
OBCs with constitutional sta-
tus, an initiative that carries
the symbolic gesture of put-
ting backwards on a par with
scheduled castes and schedu-
led tribes.

The announcement, coin-
ciding with the birth anniver-
sary of Ram Manohar Lohia,
a mascot for Mandal classes,
underlined that BJP is loo-
king at serious political mes-
saging through the decision.

The proposed OBC panel,
to be named National Com-
mission for Socially and Edu-
cationally Backward Classes,
will be created through a
constitutional amendment si-
milar to the ones providing
for national commissions for
SCs and STs. It will replace the
National Commission for
Backward Classes (NCBC)
and will have the power of
“grievance redressal” of
backwards as exercised by the
panels for SCs and STs.

The first big task before
the new commission will be
deciding the demand of Jats
for OBC status.

In a crucial departure

from the post-Mandal Com-
mission paradigm, the Centre
has proposed that Parliament
will decide on inclusion and
exclusion of communities in
the central OBC list. Current-
ly, the Centre can simply issue
a notification to change entri-
es in the OBC list based on re-
commendations of the NCBC.

However, changes to the
lists of SCs and STs can only
be made through a legisla-
tion. 

It has been a longstanding
demand of OBC champions
that the Mandal classes sho-
uld get a separate constitutio-
nal identity, with its own grie-
vance redressal mechanism.
The NCBC’s mandate was li-
mited to inclusion and exclu-
sion of communities from the
Central OBC list and OBC gri-
evances were heard by the Na-
tional Commission for SCs.

Parliament panel to summon RBI guv again on April 20

Pilibhit: After a group of Nepalese citi-
zens allegedly burnt down a patrol hut
of the Sashastra Seema Bal at the Indo-
Nepal border in Kambojnagar here, In-
dians are apprehensive that the situa-
tion may worsen further and mobs may
target standing crops of Indian farmers
along the border.

The mob allegedly attacked and
burnt down a thatched hut built on
stilts between border pillars no. 28 and
29 near Kambojnagar police outpost on
Tuesday. Following the incident, SSB
deputy inspector general (DIG) A K Das
talked to Nepalese authorities about
setting up a border outpost of Nepalese

police. “The arson seems to be in retalia-
tion to the clash between Nepalese citi-
zens and SSB personnel in Basai of Khe-
ri district a fortnight ago,” Das told TOI. 

Superintendent of police Dev Ran-
jan also talked to his Nepalese counter-
parts to deploy a joint police picket at
the spot of the arson.

Bhupender Kaur, the gram pradhan
of Bamanpuri Bhagirath village pan-
chayat said that the arson had occurred
near one of the 12 villages under the
panchayat.

New Delhi: As members
in Rajya Sabha expressed
reservations over Su-
preme Court’s reported re-
mark about pension to for-
mer lawmakers, Union fi-
nance minister Arun Jait-
ley said on Thursday that
Parliament alone has the
authority to approve the
way public money is to be
spent and it alone can leg-
islate on how much pen-
sion MPs can draw.

“It is an unquestiona-
bly clear constitutional
position that public mon-
ey can be spent only after
authorisation of Parlia-
ment. Therefore, only the
Parliament can authorise
how public money can be
spent. No other institution
can exercise that power,”
the finance minister said.

Jaitley’s comments
came after opposition MPs
raised concern over SC’s

reported observation that
80% former lawmakers
are ‘crorepatis’ (million-

aires).
“It is the exclusive do-

main of Parliament to de-

cide who is entitled to gov-
ernment pension and how
much... This is the consti-

tutional position “which
all institution will have to
eventually accept,” Jait-
ley said. 

Raising the issue, SP’s
Naresh Agarwal said the
image of the MPs is being
sullied as if they are ap-
propriating huge public
monies as salaries and
pension without working.
He said some former MPs
are living “a pauper’s
life”, and cited the exam-
ple of a former lawmaker
whose children are cur-
rently working as labour-
ers and artisan.

Congress member Jai-
ram Ramesh said he was
astonished to read in
newspapers that an obser-
vation was made that 80%
of the ex-MPs were mil-
lionaires.

“When a Supreme
Court judge says that 80%
of ex-MPs are crorepatis, I
think this is a very serious
issue and with the greatest
of respect, I have to say
that this is an astonishing
statement to come from
the highest in the land,
which is one of the pillars
of democracy,” Ramesh
said.

Parliament alone can decide on
lawmakers’ pension, says Jaitley

Nashik:The state government
will take a call on de-notifying
highways passing through mu-
nicipal corporation limits
across Maharashtra after the
March 27 Supreme Court hear-
ing.

A delegation of the Maha-
rashtra Liquor Merchants As-
sociation and Nashik Liquor
Merchants' Association met ex-
cise minister Chandrashekhar
Bawankule in Mumbai on
Thursday, requesting de-notifi-
cation of the highways passing
through the municipal corpo-
ration limits.

The associations want de-
notification of the highways so
that liquor shops could operate
and the shop owners renew
their licences. The state gov-
ernment has decided to take
the decision after the hearing of
the Supreme Court.

S Patil, an office-bearer of
the Maharashtra Liquor Mer-
chants' Association and presi-
dent of Nashik Liquor Mer-
chants Association, said, “We
urged the minister to de-notify
all the highways passing
through the the municipal cor-
porations. But no minister said
the decision will be taken after
the SC hearing on March 27.”

A senior bureaucrat said the
state excise department had
asked all district collectors and
excise superintendents to re-
store licences of permit rooms
and bars on highways. Kerala
had sought an opinion from at-
torney general Mukul Rohatgi
over whether the SC order was
meant only for shops selling li-
quor on highways or bars too. 

In his three-page opinion,
Rohatgi said, “It is clear that the
judgment and directions con-
tained therein applies to liquor
shops wherein liquor is sold as
retail item. The judgment does
not bring within its sweep res-
taurants and hotels that serve li-
quor within their premises.”

The bureaucrat said, “In
view of the AG’s opinion, we
have initiated the process of res-
toring permit room and bar li-
cences. We have already suf-
fered a loss of nearly Rs 3,000
crore owing to demonetisation
last year, and now this decision
would have resulted in further
loss of Rs 2,300 crore.”
